Lax policy constraints in pre-90s

B _Anti- foreign trade regime — high foreign trade

related taxes




The Resultant weaknesses

B _Anti- foreign trade regime — high customs and export
duties

m [High progressivity — personal income tax

m [High tax rate differentiation — corporate tax, union
eXCISe, CUSIONIS

B Plethora of exemptions, concessions, deductions, rebates
and preferences

m Dederal fiscal sharing further complicates

m Resulting tax complexity, difficult to manage




Pre-90s "1 ax Reform under systemic

CONSIrainis

Constrained due to the nature of the development paradigm — only
miild Reforms

The TEC (1954) — first comprebensive attempt after
Independence

Kaldor Committee (1956) — Expenditure tax and move towards

integrated taxation
DTEC (1971) — Reduction in income tax rates, and slabs

m [TEC (1977)— Moves in the direction of VAT introduction at
the Central level

The LTFP (1985) — advocated reduction of customs, rationalize
excise — partially implented.

Mayor concrete recommendations

B Sumple three-tier personal income tax structure,

m with an entry rate of 20 per cent and a top rate of 40 per
cent.

B Phased reduction of the corporate tax rate to 40 per
cent,

m _Abolition of the distinction between widely-held and
closely-held companies,

m _Abolition of wealth tax on all assets
m except certain ‘unproductive’ assets.




Mayor concrete recommendations

B Phased reduction of the high import duties (many
above 200 per cent in 1991) to a range of 15 to
30 per cent for manufactures and 50 per cent for
certain agricultural items by 1997-98.

m Restructuring of central excise to cover all
manufactures,

m Reduction of multiple excist tax rates to three in

the range of 10 to 20 per cent




Mayor concrete recommendations

m Extension of MODV AT credit to all inputs including

machinery.

m Selective excises at higher rates on luxcury consumption
itens.

m Elimination of the numerous prevailing exemptions and
tax preferences in both direct and indirect taxes

m Far-reaching reforms of tax administration, including the
deployment of modern information technology and online
linkage of new tax identification numbers to a national
nenyorek.

Stagnant Non-tax revenues
m Non-tax revenues of the Centre increased during the 90s,

B )ut not adequate to neutralize the fall in tax revenue.

m Non-tax revenues of the States declined.
m [he %])M/di"d trend in 1994-95 and 1995-96 was short-lived.

salarzes, pensions, subsidies and interest payments.

Priorities for Further Reforms




Revenue side reforms

m Coordination of central excises (CENV AT) with a
state level VAT

B [mplement comprehensive taxation of services at the
earliest.




Excpenditure side reforms

m Reduce non-Plan expenditures through containment of

wage bill

m Reform the subsidies (reduction in size, making them of
finite duration, making them transparent and proper
targeting.)

m Review user charges in
agriculture, irrigation, industries, power and transport.

m Use the proceeds of disinvestment in public enterprise to
amortize public debt.
